¢ Allow them to count objects, cars on
the freeway, etc.

¢ Help them recognize their written
name, single digits in the elevator,
speed limit signs, etc.

¢ Ensure complete independence in us-
ing the bathroom which includes un-
dressing, cleaning, redressing, and
washing hands with soap and water.

¢ Your child should know how to “ask”
to use the bathroom when needed.

+Reading: Read to them daily. Keep a
log of eight (8) books read. List titles and
authors on the attached Reading form. Let
your child pick which book they liked the
best and draw a picture from that story.

[-100 and number recognition from [-25.

¢ Writing: Practice writing first name in
print and cursive. Write numbers [-20.

¢Reading: Read to them daily, allowing
students to read words they are able to
sound out. Keep a log of eight (8) books
read on the attached Reading form listing
titles and authors. Student picks one
book, draws a picture from that story and
writes one sentence (with assistance) of
what is happening in the picture.
